A developing project network under

For decades, urban rivers in Central Europe
were seen as a threat rather than a benefit.
Despite the fact that such areas are particularly
impaortant or often the only functioning or
potential reservoirs of biodiversity and open
space in the city, degraded or abandoned
riparian areas are common in Central European
cities. Thus, active protection and restoration of
such areas is one of the basic needs for shaping
spatial order and sustainable development of
cities as the awareness for riparian areas as
ecological corridors and human-friendly areas is
rising. Regardless of the specificity of a given
city and river, the strategic approach to solving
complex environmental and socio-economic
problems should be subject to common
transnational cooperation.

The essence of REURIS is to implement
strategies and activities aimed at the
reconstruction of natural and cultural resources
and the management of urban river spaces.
Implementation of revitalisation activities in such
areas needs consensus among all interested
parties, beginning from local tenants through
planners to administrators of water resources.

Integration of spatial, socio-economic and
engineering issues is a crucial prerequisite for
avoiding errors in the process of preparation,
realisation and management of the implemented

activity. It is therefore essential to create a
common set of methods and procedures
allowing for coordinated work of
multidisciplinary teams as well as effective
social involvement. REURIS will not anly create
such tools but will also allow their testing in
practice in order to assess their effectiveness.

The project’'s approach will require transfer of
knowledge and know-how, which involves
formal and informal connections between CE
regions. Thus, researchers and practitioners
from Plzef and Brno, from Stuttgart and
Leipzig, and from Bydgoszcz and Katowice will
cooperate on these issuss. With respect to the
particular local water body each partner is
interested in:

+ a holistic approach to the entire process of
planning, designing and realisation of
revitalisation combined with a rise of the local
communities’ interest in the quality of urban
river space;

= improving public access to and recreational
space along the river, developing the river as
the city’s green axis including water tourism
and cultural heritage aspects, upgrading flood
protection and stormwater management,
improving natural habitats in river corridor;

» developing procedures for co-operative
planning of urban river space and appropriate
consensus methods, designing and
implementing pilot investments and
procedures for the external financing of
activities.

Revitalisation of Slepiotka River

Pilot investment area in Slepiotka valley

Decision for pilot investment area

A set of detailed environmental, spatial, economic, legislative as
well as social criteria for selection of pilot investment area was
elaborated by REURIS team of Central Mining Institute (GIG).
The criteria were implemented by a joint team of GIG and Kato-

wice Municipality for comparative analysis of three potential/

alternative pilot investment areas. The criteria seem to be imple-
mentable for other small river valleys in cities of Upper Silesia,
and also for small rivers in other cities in the whole Central
Europe Region.

Parallel to analytical activities, consultation of local stake-
holders and decision makers took place from February to June.
Aims and principles of revitalisation action in Slepiotka valley,
as well as the progress of analysis were presented and discus-
sed at several meetings in settlements Ligota and Ochojec.

In result of analysis and public consultation. the detailed
location was selected. Pilot investment is located in upper part
of urbanized zone of Slepiotka catchment. near Katowice-
Ochojec. About 4 ha of abandoned area are situated at both
hanks of Qlepiotka. In the past the river channel was
straightened and reinforced with concrete blocks. The valley
was seriously impacted by development activities and it still
undergoes serious human pression, including discharge of
storm water and illegal landfill. However, some self-restoration
processes of plant cover and animal wildlife occur, especially in
former riparian area.

Technical design for pilot investment

Preparation of public tender procedure was implemented by the
Municipality of Katowice: detailed offer assessment criteria were
elaborated in cooperation with the GIG team, The designer was
selected in July and the design will be ready till end of 2009.
Investment will start in March 2010 and will be finished by
February 2011.

The main challenge designers are confronted with is how to
square the demand of increased public access and overall
aesthetic upgrading of the area with ecological revitalisation
principles and with local hydraulic regime needs.

This projed is implemented through the CENTRAL EUROPE Programme cofinanced by the ERDF.

Regional cooperation and public invelvement

Meetings with local support group (stakeholders, decision
makers) are targeted on two topics: pilot investment and
common vision of river corridor in a part of the city. Such a
meeting is not only element of collecting needed information for
proper planning/designing, but is also a very important element
of developing a long-term revitalisation strategy (above left: one
of a dozen meetings, Katowice-Ligota. April 2009).

The designer of pilot investment: Arch-Urbs Ltd. constantly co-
operate with Katowice Municipality and GIG, e.g. by participation
in local meetings (above right: a meeting of designers, GIG.
Municipality representatives and inhabitants of Ochojec. valley
of Slepiotka, September 2009.)

The research team from GIG constantly supports designers. The
results of study works, e.g. local inventory of natural resources,
hydrogeological data etc., are being afforded onboard (right
margin, upper photo).

Presentation to other REURIS Project Partners (PPs)
Slepiotka valley was visited by all PPs on time of Opening
Conference (end of February). After that, on time of Governing
Committe (CG) in middle May, PPs visited the area of pilot
investment. In August the area was visited by group of students
fiom Leipzig University {one of PPs) and the preliminary concept
of investment was shown to them by Arch-Urhs and REURIS
team (right margin, lower photo).

Recognition of revitalisation state-of-the-art in Poland
More than 20 revitalisation projects implemented or planned for
urban river spaces in South part of Poland are under analysis.
The methedological framework agreed with Bydgoszcz Muni-
cipality (other Polish PPs, preparing a study for North of Poland)
includes direct visits and surveys with use of a special form. The
data, e.g. from Laédz, Belchatow, Opole, Olkusz, Krakow regions
support REURIS team in Katowice in elaboration of good revi-
talisation strateqgy (befow from left: partially revitalised valleys of
rivers Rakowka in Belchatow and Sokolowka in Lodz).
